Leisure Swim Descriptions

This swim is available at Legends Centre and the South Oshawa Community Centre. Open to all age groups

Fun Swim and swimming abilities. Pool toys & floatation aids are permitted in the shallow end and will be provided at
the discretion of the aquatic staff. The slide and various water features will be operational during this swim.
Lane Swim A great way to get fit. Open to those 13 years of age and older who are interested in swimming lengths.

Leisure Swim

Open to all age groups and swimming abilities. Pool toys & floatation aids are permitted in the shallow end
and will be provided at the discretion of aquatic staff. Limited lane swimming available.

Family Swim

A swim for children accompanied by a parent/guardian. This swim occurs in the tot pool at the Civic Recreation
Complex and the South Oshawa Community Centre. Swim tests cannot be accommodated during
family swims.

Female Only
Swim

A swim for females only. Windows will be covered for privacy.

Lazy River
Therapy

A swim designed for patrons to utilize the lazy river for therapeutic purposes.
The lazy river is open to those 13 years of age and older during this time. Available only at Legends Centre.

Special Needs
Swims

A leisure swim and/or competitive training for individuals who wish to improve their general fitness. Family
members of individuals with special needs are welcome to participate. Volunteer helper(s) accompanying
individuals are admitted free of charge.

Pool Admission Requirements

Children 6 years of age and younger must be accompanied by a parent, guardian or designate (caregiver) who is at least 14 years of age
and is responsible for their direct supervision, with a maximum of 2 children for each parent or guardian.

Children 7 to 9 years of age who are non-swimmers must be accompanied by a parent, guardian or designate (caregiver) who is at least 14
years of age and is responsible for their direct supervision, with a maximum of 2 children for each parent or guardian.

Children 7 to 9 years of age who are able to pass the facility swim test may be admitted to the pool unaccompanied.
